The award seeks to acknowledge creative, cutting-edge strategies developed to effectively redesign an office-based practice and promote patient participation and practice growth. In addition to innovation and creativity, submissions will be judged on the demonstrated capacity to streamline office and patient processes, and to positively impact patient behavior.  Individuals or groups may apply.  Submissions from interdisciplinary teams/practices, students and residents are encouraged. Nominations will also be accepted.  

The award winner will receive a commemorative plaque, plus a cash award of $500, and a $300 stipend for travel expenses to the conference. The winner will also receive a complimentary conference registration.  The award will be presented during the Conference on Practice Improvement, November 5-8 in Kansas City. The winner is expected to be present for the awards presentation, and to prepare a description of their program for the award citation printed in the conference Final Program.
