It’s hard to believe that outbreaks of vaccine-preventable diseases are still taking place throughout the U.S., many of which involve teenagers. The fact is that millions of teens are under-vaccinated.1,2 
Family physicians are coming together to do their part to help change this statistic.

[bookmark: _GoBack]According to the CDC, in 2015, less than 50% of teens completed multi-dose series of vaccinations to help protect against human papillomavirus (HPV) and meningococcal disease caused by serogroups A, C, W and Y.1 Also in 2015, less than 50% of teens were vaccinated against the flu.3 The 2017 Childhood and Adolescent Immunization Schedule now features a specific 16-year-old immunization platform visit.4 This modification highlights the importance of scheduling 16-year-old adolescent patients for necessary vaccinations to help protect them against serious infectious diseases.
These speakers are being brought together as part of a larger program from the American Academy of Family Physicians Foundation called Highlight on VACCINATIONS 4 TEENS. The program provides support, materials and tools to help family physicians communicate the benefits of vaccinations to their teen patients and parents/guardians.
